SATTERTHWAITE AND RUSLAND C OF E SCHOOL
The Trustees are pleased to report significant
progress towards the Low Cost Housing project at
the former school site. A meeting on site was held
recently when it was ascertained that the plans
have been fully agreed with the National Park
Authority and work should start early in 2009. The
proposed development will be four new build units
(Two X 3 bedroom and Two X 2 bedroom) on the
south side of the former playground; the School
House will remain as it is and the rest of the school
building will be converted into two flats. Meanwhile
the legal ownership of the site has passed from the
Trustees to the Diocese of Carlisle. When the
property is finally sold to the developers 11/14ths
will go to the Diocesan “Barchester” fund for the
support of Church of England Schools throughout
the Diocese and 3/14™ will come back as the
“Satterthwaite and Rusland Religious Education
Fund”, whose Trustees will be the Vicar and
Churchwardens of Satterthwaite and Rusland.
